Learning Achievements

Year 2s have been interpreting and creating tally charts.

Reception: have been planting carrots and discussing how they grow. They have been looking at some rhyming words
and in Maths they have looked at recognising some coins and discussing language linked to time.

Class 1: have been on a minibeast hunt and identified different mircohabitats and created their own guide to a mini
beast hunt. In Maths, Year 1s have been looking at place value and making numbers using Numicon shapes and the
