Science

In science this half-term, we will be finding out about plants. Children will: be identifying and describing the functions of
different parts of flowering plants: roots, stem/trunk, leaves and flowers; explore the requirements of plants for life and growth
(air, light, water, nutrients from soil, and room to grow) and how they vary from plant to plant; investigate the way in which water
is transported within plants and explore the part that flowers play in the life cycle of flowering plants, including pollination, seed

Children will be deepening their knowledge by considering plants as living things and their habitats. They will be taught to:
recognise that living things can be grouped in a variety of way: explore and use classification keys to help group, identify and
name a variety of living things in their local and wider environment; recognise that environments can change and that this can

Invasion

Curriculu Gr sometimes pose dangers to living things. We also have a science fair as one of our focus days linked to our curriculum drivers.
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In French, this half-term, we will
be learning about phonics and
completing lessons on shape. As
part of the module 'Les Formes',
we will learn how to:

-Name at least 3 shapes in
French with accurate
pronunciation;

-Name at least 3 shapes in
French with the correct article,
and to be able to spell at least 3
shapes in French with accurate
spelling.

In art, this half-term, we will be
beginning a new art theme where we will
be finding out about weaving - warp and
weft. This project teaches children
about the art form of weaving and how it
has developed over time, including the
materials and techniques required to
create woven patterns and products.
We'll have a go at using a peg loom to
create a class rug, and will have a go at
using our own handlooms tfo create
patterns.

Music will be focused around the song 'Three Little

Birds' by Bob Marley.
During this module, we will: learn five songs from

memory: Know the style of the five songs: talk about

lyrics, musical dimensions - fexture, dynamics,

tempo, rhythm and pitch; main sections of the song
(introduction, verse, chorus etc.); hame some of the

instruments heard; identify and move to the pulse;
listen carefully and respectfully to other people’s
thoughts about the music. We will also have our
harvest celebrations during this half-term.

In computing, we are going to be learning all
about ‘connecting computers'. Learners will
develop their understanding of digital
devices, with an initial focus on inputs,
processes, and outputs. They will also
compare digital and non-digital devices.
Next, learners will be introduced to
computer networks, including devices that
make up a network's infrastructure, such as
wireless access points and switches. Finally,
learners will discover the benefits of
connhecting devices in a network.

In P.E. this half-term, we will
be focusing on athletics whilst
the weather is still fair. We
will also be doing invasion
games with NUFC.

Children will need to come in
their P.E. kits on Tuesday
and Thursday each week.
